Trump is looking for a pretext. He

isn’t waiting for chaos—he’s provok-
ing it. With the Marines and National
Guard now deployed in Los Angeles,
we are watching a page turn—not in
the story of public safety, but in the un-
folding script of authoritarian consoli-
dation.

This isn’t just about L.A. It’s a test.
A move to see who pushes back, who
stays quiet, and how far he can go with-
out consequences. The justification, as
always, is “law and order.” But the real
purpose is power—not safety, not jus-
tice, not stability. Power.

Trump doesn’t need to rewrite
the Constitution to get what he
wants. He just needs to bend it

Trump doesn’t need to rewrite the
Constitution to get what he wants.
He only needs to bend it—slowly, re-
peatedly—until what used to be illegal
becomes normal. He’s not trying to fix
a crisis. He’s trying to manufacture
one. One that gives him cover to im-
pose control on his terms.

Martial law in the U.S. has no clear

definition. It’s not even mentioned in
the Constitution. But it has been in-
voked—during wars, rebellions, disas-
ters—as a rare, short-term emergency
measure. In Trump’s hands, it would
be something else entirely: not a re-
sponse to upheaval, but a suspension
of democracy.

A way to put the public on hold. To
replace rights with orders. And cruel-
ty isn’t collateral—it’s the point. Every
shove, every raid, every humiliating
arrest is a message: power no longer
needs justification. It only needs spec-
tacle. Trump knows that to rule by
force, you must make people feel it.
What he’s staging isn’t law—it’s pun-
ishment.

Deploying the National Guard
isn’t about restoring calm. It’s a rit-
ualized display of submission. From
an anthropological perspective, this
is symbolic drama. Uniforms, sirens,
curfews—these are signals of who now
commands and who must obey. It’s
not just about control. It’s about con-
ditioning the public to see domination
as stability.

The legal tool he’s likely to invoke is
the Insurrection Act—a vague and
dangerous statute that gives the pres-
ident power to deploy troops when
civil unrest threatens enforcement of
federal law. In the wrong hands, it’s a
blank check. Trump could override
governors, take over policing, and sup-
press protest under the guise of “de-
fense.” By the time courts or Congress
respond, the damage will be done—and
he knows it.

‘What makes this moment so danger-

ous is not just the actor, but the stage-
hands. Courts stall. Agencies hesitate.

Political leaders look away. A dema-
gogue doesn’t seize power alone—he is
enabled by institutions that fail to stop
him.

Trump’s supporters have been fed
a steady diet of grievance and fear.
Disorder becomes proof of betrayal;
Trump, the only cure. This is what
anthropologists recognize as myth in
action—a story that explains suffering,
names enemies, and sanctifies the re-
deemer.

The myth doesn’t need to be true.
It only needs to be repeated

The myth doesn’t need to be true.
It only needs to be repeated. And the
more brutal the enforcement, the
stronger the myth becomes. Public
beatings, racialized policing, illegal de-
tentions—these aren’t accidents. They
are performances of power. Spectacles
of degradation meant to break solidari-
ty, isolate the vulnerable, and teach the
rest to look away.

And the result isn’t just obedience—
it’s internalized compliance. When fear
governs daily life, submission begins
to feel like safety. People stop resisting
not because they agree, but because re-
sistance feels futile—or dangerous. The
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first to be targeted will be those already

at the margins: immigrants, Black
communities, the unhoused. Author-
itarianism is always rehearsed on the
vulnerable before it is scaled up. What
we allow to happen to them becomes
the template for what happens next.

And we've seen this script before.
Japanese internment. COINTELPRO.
The surveillance of civil rights lead-
ers. America has used fear to suspend
rights before. The difference now is
scale—and intent.

If this move succeeds—if troops on
American streets are met with resigna-
tion—it will mark a turning point. Not
just in politics, but in how we under-
stand power, citizenship, and the very
idea of public life. Martial law wouldn’t
just suspend rights. It would redefine
who counts, who obeys, and who be-
longs.

What begins as spectacle becomes
the structure of the state. And when
brutality becomes routine—when pun-
ishment becomes a public ritual—we
don’t just lose our rights. We lose the
ability to recognize their absence. The
troops may leave, but the lesson re-

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Zen priest, Peter Coyote, on
protest: “I’m watching the Los
Angeles reaction to ICE raids
with trepidation and regret.

Three years ago I taught a class at Har-
vard on the “theater of protest”— de-
signed to help people understand why
so many protests turn out to be Repub-
lican campaign videos working direct-
ly against the interests of the original
protest.

A protest is an invitation to a better
world. It’s a ceremony. No one accepts
a ceremonial invitation when theyre
being screamed at. More important
you have to know who the real audi-
ence of the protest is.

The audience is NEVER the police, the
politicians, the Board of supervisors,
Congress,etc. The audience is always
the American people, who are trying to
decide who they can trust; who will not
embarrass them. If you win them, you
win power at the box office and power
to make positive change. Everything
else is a waste.

There are a few ways to get there:

1. Let women organize the event.
They’re more collaborative. They're
more inclusive, and they don’t gener-
ally bring the undertones of violence
men do.

2 Appoint monitors, give them yellow,
vests and whistles. At the first sign of
violence, they blow the whistles and
the real protester sit down. Let the po-
lice take out their aggression on the an-
archists and the provocateurs trying to
discredit the movement.

3. Dress like you’re going to church. It’s hard to
be painted as a hoodlum when you’re dressed
in clean, presentable clothes. They don’t have to
be fancy they just signal the respect for the occa-
sion that you want to transmit to the audience.

4. Make your protest silent. Demonstrate your
discipline to the American people. Let signs do
the talking.

5. Go home at night. In the dark, you can'’t tell
the cops from the killers. Come back at dawn
fresh and rested.

I have great fear that Trump’s staging with the
National Guard and maybe the Marines is de-
signed to clash with anarchists who are playing
into his hands and offering him the opportuni-
ty to declare an insurrection. It’s such a waste
and it’s only because we haven’t thought things
through strategically.

Nothing I thought of is particularly orig-
inal.

It was all learned by watching the early civil
rights protests in the 50s and 60s.

And it was the discipline and courage of Afri-
can-Americans that drew such a clear line in the
American sand that people were forced to take
sides and that produced the civil rights act.

The American people are watching and once
again if we behave in ways that can be misinter-
preted, we'll see this explained to the public in
Republican campaign videos benefiting the very
people who started this.
